 N.J.S.A. 40A:5-16, N.J.A.C. 5:30-9A.6 AND N.J.A.C. 5:31-4.1


WHEREAS, on August 18, 2016 the State of NJ legislature adopted PL 2016, Ch 29 which would allow local units to 1) utilize standard electronic funds transfer technologies and 2) greater flexibility on when to require a vendor certification prior to paying claims; and

WHEREAS, NJSA 40A:5-16 requires that the governing body of any local unit shall not pay out of its monies unless 
(a) the person claiming or receiving payment first presents a detailed bill of items or demand, specifying particularly how the bill or demand is made up (the Invoice), with the certification of the party claiming payment that the bill or demand is correct (the Claimant Certification).  
(b) the payment carries a written or electronic certification of some officer or duly designated employee of the local unit having knowledge of the facts that the goods have been received by, or the services rendered to, the local unit (certification of the user department).

WHEREAS, N.J.A.C. 5:30-9A.6(c), N.J.A.C. 5:31-4.1, and Local Finance Notice 2018-13 gives local units discretion to not require claimant certification by enacting a standard policy by resolution for vendors or claimants who do not provide such certification as part of its normal course of business; and

WHEREAS, the Local Finance Board adopted the rules and regulations that the local units must adhere to in order to enact the provisions of the law; and

WHEREAS, N.J.A.C. 5:30-9A.6 allows that municipalities may by resolution set forth the circumstances when they will or will not require a vendor (claimant) signature on a purchase order; and

WHEREAS, Subsection (a) of N.J.A.C. 5:30-9A.6 as well as 5:31-4.1 clarify that the certification may be executed by a vendor or claimant by signature stamp, facsimile signature, or by electronic signature in addition to a “wet” signature; and

WHEREAS, the Chief Financial Officer has determined that the following circumstances be applied with respect to this act

THE TOWN OF WEST NEW YORK,
COUNTY OF HUDSON

I. STATEMENT OF PURPOSE.

This Cash Management Plan (the “Plan”) is prepared pursuant to the provisions of N.J.S.A. 40A:5-14 in order to set for the basis of deposits (“Deposits”) and investment (“Permitted Investments”) of certain public funds of the, pending the use of such funds for the intended purposes.  The Plan is intended to assure that all public funds identified herein are deposited in interest bearing Deposits or otherwise invested in Permitted Investments hereinafter referred to.  The intent of the Plan is to provide that the decisions made with regard to the Deposits and Permitted Investments will be done to insure the safety, liquidity (regarding its availability for the intended purposes), and the maximum investment return within such limits.  The Plan is intended to ensure that any Deposit or Permitted Investment matures within the time period that approximates the prospective need for the funds deposited or invested so that there is not a risk to the market value of such Deposits or Permitted Investments.
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II. DEFINITIONS

“Arbitrage” refers to the rules and regulations governing the issuance of bonds or notes and the reinvestment of the proceeds at a higher yield.  These regulations are promulgated by the Internal Revenue Service, Regulation 1.103.

“Certificate of Eligibility” is the certification issued by the New Jersey Department of Banking and Insurance, Division of Banking that a Public Depository is eligible to act as a depository for public funds and qualifies as a participant in the New Jersey Governmental Unit Deposit Protection Act, “GUDPA”.
“GUDPA” (Governmental Unit Deposit Protection Act) requires a bank that accepts public funds to be a public depository.  A “Public Depository” is defined as a state bank, a national bank, a savings bank or association which is located in the State of New Jersey, the deposits of which are insured by the Federal Deposit Insurance Corporation (“FDIC”), and which received or holds public funds on deposit.  A local unit may make deposits in, or purchase certificates of deposit from banks which are located in New Jersey and which meet the requirements of the “GUDPA”.  Public funds in excess of the “FDIC” insured amounts ($250,000) are protected by “GUDPA”.
“FDIC” (Federal Deposit Insurance Corporation) in an independent US agency that protects against the loss of deposits in an FDIC-insured bank or savings association, in the event of its failure. The standard maximum deposit insurance amount of $250,000 is in effect as of December 31, 2015.

“The New Jersey Cash Management Fund”, authorized pursuant to N.J.S.A. 52-18A-90.4 to establish, maintain and operate, with the approval of the State Investment Council and the State Treasurer, a common trust fund known as the State of New Jersey – Cash Management Fund (the “Fund”).  The Fund is authorized to accept deposits from all Local Units of government.  According to the enabling legislation, monies of Local Units deposited in the Fund must be invested in obligations and bonds that meet the investment requirements of the statute.  These obligations include, among other things, evidences of indebtedness of U.S. corporations.  These obligations are less secure than those permitted to Local Units under the Act.  Thus, the Fund is riskier than direct investments in federal securities or GUDPA protected deposits by Local Units.

III. IDENTIFICATION OF FUNDS AND ACCOUNTS TO BE COVERED BY THE PLAN

A) The Plan is intended to cover the deposit and/or investment of the following funds and/or accounts of the Town, currently open or anticipated to be opened during the year.

B) The Plan is not intended to cover the deposits and/or investments of the following funds and accounts of the Town.

1. Petty Cash Funds
2. Deposit, retainage, or amounts posted by way of bond, held by the Town for such things as faithful performance, if the Town would be required by law to pay back any interest earned to the provider of the deposit, except where the Town is required by law or court decision to invest the fund.
3. Amounts derived from the sale of bonds or notes, only to the extent that a specific written opinion of counsel states that the earning of (full) interest would result in the bonds or notes being classified as an arbitrage (not Federally Tax Exempt) issue pursuant to federal regulations.  To the extent that some interest is allowable, it shall be deposited at the best obtainable rate.

IV. DESIGNATION OF OFFICIALS OF THE TOWN OF WEST NEW YORK AUTHORIZED TO MAKE DEPOSITS AND INVESTMENTS

The Chief Financial Officer/Treasurer of the Town, (the “Designated Official”) is hereby authorized and directed to deposit and/or invest the funds referred to in the Plan and shall thereafter be relieved of any liability for loss of such moneys due to insolvency or closing of any depository designated by, or the decrease in value of any investment authorized, by the Cash Management Plan.

V. DESIGNATION OF DEPOSITORIES

The following banks and financial institutions are hereby designated as Depositories for the deposit of all public funds referred to in the Plan (as authorized by Board of Commissioners resolutions R22-382 and R22-405 on January 25, 2023), including any certificates of Deposit, which are not otherwise invested in “Permitted Investments” as provided for in this Plan.

VI. AUTHORIZED INVESTMENTS

Except as otherwise specifically provided for herein, the Designated Official is hereby authorized to invest the public funds covered by this Plan, to the extent not otherwise held in Deposits, in the following “Permitted Investments”

1. Bonds or other obligations of the United States of America or obligations guaranteed by the United States of America.  This includes instruments such as Treasury Bills, Notes and Bonds.
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2. Government Money Market Mutual Funds that comply with N.J.S.A. 40A:5-15.1(e).
3. Any Obligations that a Federal Agency or a Federal Instrumentality has issued in accordance with an Act of Congress, which security has a maturity date not greater than 397 days from the date of purchase, provided that such obligation bears a fixed rate of interest not dependent on any index or other external factor.
4. Bonds or other obligations of the Local Unit or bonds or other obligations of school districts of which the Local Unit is a part or within which the school district is located.
5. Bonds or other obligations, having a maturity date not more than 397 days from the date of purchase, approved by the Division of Investment of the Department of the Treasury for investment by Local Units.
6. Local Government Investment Pools, in compliance with the “Administrative Procedure Act”, P.L. 1968, c.410 (c.52:14B-1 et seq.).
7. Deposits with the State of New Jersey Cash Management Fund established pursuant to section 1 of P.L. 1977, c. 281 (C.52:18A-90.4).
8. Agreements for the repurchase of fully collateralized securities if:
a. The underlying securities are permitted investments pursuant to paragraphs “1” and “3” of this subsection a;
b. The custody of collateral is transferred to a third party;
c. The maturity of the agreement is not more than 30 days;
d. The underlying securities are purchased through a public depository as defined in section 1 of P.L. 1970, c. 236 (c.17:9-41); and
e. A master repurchase agreement providing for the custody and security of collateral is executed.

There are no approved security broker/dealers.  In the event that such a security broker/dealer should be approved during the year, the registered principal of said brokerage firm so approved shall be provided with and sign an acknowledgement that they have seen and reviewed the Cash Management Plan of the Town of West New York.

VII. SAFEKEEPING CUSTODY PAYMENT 

To the extent that any Deposit or Permitted Investment involves a document or security which is not physically held by the Town of West New York, then such instrument or security shall be covered by all custodial agreements with an independent third party, which shall be a bank or financial institution in the State of New Jersey.  Such institution shall provide for the designation of funds or the Permitted Investments or Deposits.  Purchase of any Permitted Investments that involve securities shall be executed by a “delivery versus payment” method to ensure that such Permitted Investments are either received by the Town of West New York or by a third-party custodian prior to or upon the release of the Town of West New York funds.

VIII. REPORTING REQUIREMENTS

On the first day of each month during which this Plan is in effect, the Designated Official(s) referred to in Section IV hereof shall supply to the Governing Body of the Town of West New York a written report of any Deposits or Permitted Investments made pursuant to this Plan, which shall include, at a minimum, the following information:

a. A summary of all investments made or redeemed for the month, including the name of the financial institution.
b. A listing of any and all financial institutions holding the Town of West New York funds.
c. The class or type of securities purchased or funds deposited.
d. Income earned on deposits and investments
e. Market value of investments and disclosure as to how the value was determined, if applicable, at the end of the immediately preceding month.
f. A listing of accounts or deposits that do not earn interest.
g. The fees incurred to undertake such Deposits or Permitted Investments.
h. Any other pertinent information which may be deemed reasonable from time to time by the Governing Body of the Town of West New York.
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IX. TERM OF PLAN

This Plan shall be in effect from January 1, 2023 to December 31, 2023.  Attached to this Plan is the resolution of the Governing Body of the Town of West New York approving this Plan for such period of time. The Plan may be amended from time to time.  To the extent that any amendment is adopted by the Town of West New York, the Designated Official is directed to supply copies of the amendments to all of the parties who otherwise have received a copy of the originally approved Plan, which amendment shall be acknowledged in writing in the same manner as the original Plan was so acknowledged.

X. DESIGNATION OF DEPOSITORIES

All such depositories shall acknowledge in writing receipt of this Plan by sending a copy of such acknowledgement to the Designated Official referred to in Section IV above.

XI. MISCELLANEOUS

Any official involved with the selection of depositories, investments, broker/dealers shall disclose any material business or personal relationship to the Town of West New York’s Administrator and to the Local Finance Board as applicable.

Any official who, in the course of his or her duties, deposits or invests in accordance with this Plan shall be relieved of any liability for loss.

RE: AUTHORIZING THE USE OF COMPETITIVE CONTRACTING FOR THE COMMODITY OF EMERGENCY MEDICAL SERVICES THIRD PARTY BILLING AND TO ADVERTISE THE SAME TO BE RECEIVED ON MARCH 2, 2023 FOR A TERM NOT TO EXCEED 5 YEARS

WHEREAS, the Town of West New York (“Town”) has determined that it is in the Town’s and its citizens’ best interest to procure “Emergency Medical Service Third Party Billing)” (“Service”) in order to provide professional and accurate billing for the Town’s Emergency Medical Services and to raise funds for the Town to offset operations; and  

WHEREAS, the Service will permit a private vendor to submit bills to insurance companies for services rendered by the Town, subject to Town approval; and

WHEREAS, the selected vendor will remit a portion of the funds to be collected to the Town; and

WHEREAS, the total value of the concession is currently unknown and dependent on the EMS activity during the contract year, and is anticipated to be above the Town’s bid threshold; and

WHEREAS, the costs of the Service to the Town are expected to be minimal as the selected vendor will be responsible for all costs associated with the Program; and

WHEREAS, the Service Emergency Medical Services Billing under the Local Public Contracts Law (“LPCL”), N.J.S.A. 40A:11-4.1(n), et. seq., and the regulations governing same; and

WHEREAS, the Town shall procure the Service through the competitive contracting procedures under the LPCL; and

WHEREAS, the Town seeks to authorize the advertisement and receipt of proposals for “Emergency Medical Services Third Party Billing” on March 2, 2023 at 11:00 a.m.: and
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NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Mayor and Board of Commissioners hereby authorize the Town Clerk to advertise for “Emergency Medical Services Third Party Billing” on March 2, 2023. as a competitive contract by way of a Request for Proposals.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Mayor and Town Clerk are authorized to take such other steps and to execute any documents necessary to procure the Service under the competitive contracting law.

WHEREAS, the Town of West New York (the “Town”) authorized a contract with Switftreach Networks, LLC for the Swift911 Public Safety System; and

WHEREAS, Swiftreach Networks, LLC is now a wholly-owned subsidiary of Rave Wireless, Inc.; and

WHEREAS, Rave Wireless, Inc. has provided a Customer Acceptance Form for execution by the Town to facilitate the migration from the Swift911 system to the Rave Alert system for mobile public safety services for the period between January 1, 2021 through December 31, 2023; and

WHEREAS, the Town seeks to authorize the execution of the customer acceptance agreement by the Municipal Administrator for the Town of West New York to authorize for the migration from the Swift911 system to the Rave Alert for the provision of mobile public safety services, for the period between January 1, 2023 through December 31, 2023, for a total amount of $12,500.00.
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NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Mayor and the Board of Commissioners of the Town of West New York do hereby authorize the execution of the Customer Acceptance Form by the Municipal Administrator for the Town of West New York to facilitate the transition from the Swift911 system to the Rave Alert system for the period between January 1, 2023 until December 31, 2023, for a total amount not to exceed $12,500.00.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Temporary Qualified Purchasing Agent, the Town Administrator, CMFO and the Town Clerk are authorized to take any steps necessary to effectuate the purposes set forth herein.



RESOLUTION #R23-006
RE: AUTHORIZING INCREASE TO THE SHARED SERVICES AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE COUNTY OF HUDSON AND THE TOWN OF WEST NEW YORK FOR THE MAINTENANCE AND UPGRADES OF TOWN-OWNED TRAFFIC SIGNALS BETWEEN NOVEMBER 1, 2022 THROUGH OCTOBER 31, 2024

WHEREAS, pursuant to the Uniform Shared Services Agreement and Consolidation Act set forth under N.J.S.A. 40A:65-1 et seq., local government units may enter into a joint contract for the provision of services rendered or performed by either party to the agreement within its respective jurisdiction; and

WHEREAS, by prior Resolution, the Town of West New York (the “Town”) and the County of Hudson (the “County”) authorized a Shared Services Agreement whereby the County provides maintenance, repair, and replacement services to Town-owned traffic signals throughout the Town of West New York in an efficient and economically beneficial manner for the period between November 1, 2022 to October 31, 2024; and

WHEREAS, the Town has determined that the total amount for the Shared Services Agreement with the County for maintenance and repair services to Town-owned traffic signals must be increased for a total annual contract amount of $200,000.00 paid by the Town to the County at quarterly intervals for each year due to the need for maintenance; and

WHEREAS, N.J.S.A. 40A:65-1 et. seq., requires that the Shared Services Agreement be approved by Resolution of the Governing Body of each participating entity, and a copy of the renewed Shared Services Agreement as authorized herein is available for public inspection in the Office of Town Clerk.

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Mayor and the Board of Commissioners of the Town of West New York hereby authorize an increase to the Shared Services Agreement with Hudson County for the provision of maintenance, repair, and replacement services to Town-owned traffic signals throughout the Town of West New York for the period beginning November 1, 2022 and expiring October 31, 2024, for an amended total annual contract amount of $200,000.00 paid by the Town to the County at quarterly intervals for each year.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Mayor or Town Administrator are hereby authorized to execute any and all documents and to take any and all actions necessary to complete and realize the intent and purposes set forth herein.

RE: AUTHORIZING AN INCREASE TO THE CONTRACT WITH LISETTE CASTELO, ATTORNEY AT LAW, LLC FOR MUNICIPAL PROSECUTOR SERVICES FOR 2022

WHEREAS, by prior Resolution, the Town of West New York (the “Town”) awarded a contract to Lisette Castelo, Attorney at Law, LLC to provide municipal prosecutor services to the Town from January 1, 2022 through December 31, 2022 for a total contract amount not to exceed $50,000.00; and

WHEREAS, by prior Resolution, the Town authorized an increase of $75,000.00 to the contract with Lisette Castelo, Attorney at Law, LLC for a total contract amount not to exceed $125,000.00; and
