1. Ashley Castillo, 72 Clifton Terrace, Weehawken, NJ:
Ms. Castillo urged the governing body to consider a TNR program to control the population of homeless cats in Town. She believes implementing this program will improve the quality of life for the community and the animals. This program has proven to be successful in controlling the feral cat population. She was able to collect over 1,000 signatures in support of the implementation of the TNR program in West New York. She announced that neighboring towns have implemented this program. She revealed that she has been keeping track of every cat that has been neutered/spayed along with the date and location where every cat was found. Mayor Rodriguez thanked her for her comments and advised her that the Board of Commissioners will review the e-mail that the Town Clerk forwarded. Commissioner Cirillo and Commissioner Barrera support her initiative and would like the TNR program implemented. 

2. Gerry Nobile, 331 Midland Court, West New York, NJ:
Ms. Nobile supports Ms. Castillo’s initiative. She has experience working with various rescue organizations and is aware of the implementation of this program in neighboring towns. The feral cat population is an issue that the Town has overlooked, and urges the governing body to act fast. She provided many ideas and believes that the TNR program will help reduce the number of stray cats. Mayor Rodriguez thanked Ms. Nobile and will consider her suggestions. Commissioner Barrera supports this initiative and requested her contact information. 

3. Jessica Stoller, 419 63rd Street, West New York, NJ:
Ms. Stoller supports the TNR program. Ms. Stoller stated that she has paid out of pocket to fix stray cats; however, she’s limited on resources. She commends Ms. Castillo for her continuously efforts in trying to implement a TNR program in Town and urged the governing body to act on this issue.  She suggested low cost neutering/spaying trucks similar to what the ASPCA does for low income households in New York City.  Mayor Rodriguez thanked Jessica and assured her that the governing will be looking into the program. 

4. Mildred Leon, 6611 Park Avenue, West New York, NJ:
Ms. Leon greeted the governing body. She had numerous complaints regarding the traffic light signals and the number of car accidents over the years because people carelessly run red lights. She suggested delaying the traffic lights in order to save lives. She added that that the bar Le Chateau on 67th Street plays their music too loud and the patrons are disorderly, which affects the quality of life for residents who live on that street.  She claims that while the Police Department has generally been attentive, the bar should get cited for being in violation of the Noise Ordinance. Ms. Leon also complained about the homeless population in town. She explained that residents taking the bus are being harassed for using the bus shelter because the homeless have claimed them as their home. She also urged the governing body to fix the sidewalks in Town to prevent accidents.  Mayor Rodriguez acknowledged the problems, thanks Ms. Leon for her concern, and promises to have the Traffic Division and Police Department investigate and address her concerns.

She added that neuter/spay units and the TNR program would benefit the Town and would provide cats a better quality of life. Mayor Rodriguez thanked Ms. Rudas for her remarks and assured her that the town will be looking into the program.
